The Preuss School UCSD recently
earned two outstanding rankings to add
to its growing list of accolades.

in Newsweek’s “America’s Best High
Schools,” which also listed Preuss at the
top of all San Diego County high schools
and 30th overall in the nation.

The Preuss School was also named the
top charter school in California in a new
report by the University of Southern
California (USC). Developed to strengthen
accountability among California’s charter
schools, the sixth annual USC School
Performance Dashboard draws on data
from 2003 to 2011 to rate charter schools
across multiple measures of financial health
and academic performance, including state
test scores and classroom spending.

After countless hours of research, longer-than-
average school days and lengthy commutes, 90
Preuss seniors celebrated the culmination of
seven years of hard work during The Preuss School
UCSD commencement ceremony on June 29.

The Class of 2012 had much to be proud of:

95 percent of the class had been accepted to a
fouryear college or university. This fall, a number
of students will attend private colleges, including
University of Pennsylvania; Dartmouth, Yale,
Columbia, and Northwestern Universities; Amherst
College and Harvey Mudd College. Fifty-seven
students will attend California State University or
University of California schools, including seven
students who will attend UC San Diego.

This year’s graduating class has also garnered
more than $1.7 million in scholarships. Three
members of the class were recipients of the
prestigious Gates Millennium Scholarship,

which provides all educational expenses through
undergraduate and graduate school to 1,000
students nationally each year. Preuss has been
home to 24 Gates Scholars over the last six years.

Now, as the
new network administrator at The Preuss
School UCSD, Rysdyk is taking care of all

of the computer related systems for faculty,
staff and students.

“It can be challenging to work on several
different projects at once and make sure
that everything gets done,” he said. “But
it's very rewarding to know that when | come
into work, I’'m helping to educate all of the
kids here. It really motivates me to know
that I'm playing a role in the success of
these students.”

Rysdyk knows what it means to work hard
in school. A graduate of San Diego State

University, he worked full time at UC San
Diego while pursuing his college degree.

recalls. He more than made it through—
Rysdyk was the honors graduate of his
department.

At Preuss, Rysdyk already has several
projects he is working on to improve the
school’s technology. He recently added

a new server to the network and switched
the student information database—a
crucial tool for the school—to a different
platform, making the database faster

and easier to use.

“The staff and faculty have been so
welcoming and informative—they’ve helped
me as much as | have helped them,”
Rysdyk said of transitioning to his new
position. “And who knows, maybe I'll even
inspire some students to figure out the next
generation of technology.”
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The curriculum at The Preuss School
UCSD is supposed to be challenging. But
for students with disabilities, accessing
these rigorous courses can be a challenge
of its own. That’s why The Preuss School
is building a partnership with Learning
Ally, which offers audiobooks and an audio
app for Apple devices.

Now, students who risk falling behind
because they can’t read quickly enough
to complete the homework, or are visually
impaired and unable to read textbooks
with small print, will have access to
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assistive technology to help them realize
their full academic potential.

“One of the greatest hopes | have as

we move forward with Learning Ally is

that it will help my students become

more familiar with the resources and
technology that are available,” said Krista
Bartlett, learning specialist at Preuss. “By
integrating Learning Ally into our curriculum
early on, we'’re helping our students to
become empowered independent learners
who will have a seamless transition into
their successful futures.”
